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The Seven Themes of Catholic Social Teaching

What do you know about ‘Social Justice’?  The Catholic Church’s teaching on social justice was not something that I learned about our Faith when I was young.  I did not know that THE Church teaches that there are seven main principles or themes of Catholic Social Justice.  Yet each of the principles is presented in Sacred Scripture.  Jesus presented these principles, often more than one time.  THE Church has always known and taught these themes, even before they were given this title.


So when or if you hear the terms Catholic Social Justice, Social Justice, Catholic Social Teaching, or Social Teaching, recognize that these are terms that THE Church uses in response to economic, political, and social changes over time, and recognize also that while the terms may be relatively new, the teachings themselves are as old as THE Church itself, as reflected in the teachings of our Lord, Jesus Christ.
